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 Enveloped RNA virus

 A new strain that has not been previously identified 
in humans

 Zoonotic : transmitted between animals and people

 No clear evidence that the virus passed easily from 
person to person

 Route of transmission : droplet, contact, airborne?

 Viral viability in environment ?
